	Ongoing
	Academic Competitiveness Grant: (program will end June 30, 2011) for seniors who can demonstrate that they have completed a rigorous high school program of study before enrolling college.  Eligible students receive up to $750 in their first year of college, and $1300 for the second year if they also maintain a 3.0 grade point average in college.  This grant is awarded to students over and above any other grants or scholarships.  Criteria:  must be eligible to receive a Pell grant by completing FAFSA, must be U.S. citizen.  Once a FAFSA is submitted and a student is notified by mail or email of their eligibility, students bring documentation of their completion of a rigorous high school curriculum to the financial aid office at the college they plan to attend – there is no separate application for the Academic Competitiveness Grant. 	Americorps Education Award: for ages 18-24 who wish to participate in service projects and make a difference in the lives of others, and also receive an educational award by 1) repaying qualified existing or future student loans or 2) to pay current educational expenses.  To qualify for an education award, you must successfully complete the required “term of service” for the program in which you participate.  Award amount varies, but full time for 9 months-1 year can be $4725.  For details, visit www.americorps.org 



	Ongoing – offered to all qualified students who are offered admission by March 1, 2011
	Iowa State University – Special Awards for MN Residents:  for seniors planning to attend Iowa State.  “Academic Recognition Award” is automatically awarded to entering freshmen who rank in the top 25% of the graduating class - $4500/yr for up to 4 years.  “Award for Competitive Excellence” is awarded automatically, 2 levels depending on college preparatory curriculum.  Level I: GPA 3.3+, ACT 28+, calculus, 3 yrs science, 4 yrs of a single foreign language - $7000/yr for up to 4 years.  Level II: GPA 3.0+, ACT 26+, 4 years college prep math, 3 yrs science, 3 yrs foreign language - $5500/yr for up to 4 years. “Generations Scholarship” of $1500/yr to newly admitted, undergraduate, nonresident children or grandchildren of Iowa State graduates. Apply to Iowa State at www.iastate.edu.

	Minnesota ACHIEVE Scholarship Program: for eligible students who graduate after January 1, 2009 and enroll full time (15 credits) in an eligible college or university in the academic year immediately following their high school graduation can receive a one-time scholarship for use in their first academic year ranging from $1,200 to approximately $4,000 depending on financial need.  Must be eligible to receive either a Federal Pell Grant or Minnesota State Grant; Be a U.S. citizen or eligible non-citizen; Meet the definition of Minnesota resident used for state financial aid programs; Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid; Apply for the scholarship no later than 30 days after the term starts; Complete one of the four sets of rigorous programs of study while in high school or in a home-school setting (4 Options, visit www.getreadyforcollege.org , Paying for College, ACHIEVE Scholarship Program for application process)

	Minnesota State Grant: for eligible students from low and moderate income families for educational expenses at eligible MN colleges or universities.  There is no separate application – must complete the Free Application for Student Aid (FAFSA) after Jan. 1 of senior year.  Amount of award varies. www.getreadyforcollege.org, “Paying”

	Montana State University Non-Resident Freshman Scholarships: for seniors applying to Montana State, must send official ACT/SAT directly from the testing company.  Various awards for ACT from 23 to 33+ ($1500-$15,000/yr renewable).  www.montana.edu/admissions/scholarships.shtml  



	Ongoing
	Normandale Community College – Academy of Math and Science Scholars: for seniors planning to attend Normandale as a full-time student pursuing an Associate Degree in science, technology, engineering, math, or teacher education in math or science.  This $3000/yr scholarship is especially for students of color, students of economic disadvantage, students of immigrants, and students whose parents did not attend college.  Must apply to Normandale, complete the Academy of Mathematics and Science application with includes an essay and letter of recommendation, and meet academic guidelines. 	Ohio Wesleyan University Honors Program Scholarships: for seniors interested in attending Ohio Wesleyan.  Criteria: rank in top 10% of class; have challenged themselves in the most rigorous courses; ACT 27+.  140 awards from $15,000 per year to full tuition.  Must apply to Ohio Wesleyan, for more info http://honors.owu.edu 



	Ongoing – must meet application deadlines and apply for FAFSA by March 1, 2011
	University of Minnesota Promise Scholarship (U Promise): for seniors planning to attend any University of Minnesota campus (Crookston, Duluth, Morris, Twin Cities, or Rochester).  Must complete the FAFSA by March 1 and be eligible to receive a federal Pell Grant – this scholarship will match a student’s Pell Grant and increase the Founder’s award up to the cost of tuition and fees.  Must apply to the University of Minnesota.  Complete details and eligibility requirements are available at www.founders.umn.edu.

	Saint Thomas University - Scholarships are available to students who plan to major in music on the basis of music performance and high school academic achievement. Scholarship amounts are variable and determined by the scholarship committee. Music scholarships are renewable as long as the recipient maintains an overall 3.0 GPA. Freshmen non-music majors who participate in one of the larger ensembles are granted a one-year lesson-fee waiver for private lessons in their primary performing medium. These fee waivers have a value of approximately $886 for the year. Information on music scholarships and lesson-fee waivers are available from the Department of Music, (651) 962-5850 or (800) 328-6819, Ext. 2-5850.

	These competitive scholarships are awarded by the St. Thomas Division of Science, Mathematics and Engineering to students planning to major in science, mathematics and/or engineering. Applicants must complete a special scholarship application and an application for admission by December.  Candidates are invited to campus to take math and science tests. Finalists are invited to interview with the scholarship committee. St. Thomas will offer two full-tuition Science, Mathematics & Engineering Scholarships. These funds replace any scholarship or award previously awarded to the student by St. Thomas. Two $8,000 semi-finalist awards will also be awarded. These funds will be awarded in addition to any monies already awarded to the student by St. Thomas.

	Saint Mary's University automatically awards this scholarship to graduates of a Lasallian Catholic High School when they apply for admission. Valued at $2000.

	Saint Mary's University - The First-Generation Initiative provides access to Saint Mary’s University of Minnesota for qualifying students. It is designed to offer academic and personal support to first-generation college students as they transition into higher education. The initiative will also build the support structures necessary throughout the collegiate experience, so that students may reach their full potential and complete their bachelor’s degree. Preference given to students from Lasallian high schools, Cristo Rey, San Miguel and Nativity Schools. Must have 3.0GPA to be eligible.
