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The History of Santa Claus Revealed At Last!

"Ho Ho Ho, Merry
Christmas!" People all over the
world recognize this quote
because Santa Claus has be-
come a popular American and
worldly icon with not only
children, but also adults.

When a person
thinks about Santa Claus he or
she thinks about the presents,
the red suit, the jolly old man,
and all of his reindeer. No one
knows the real story of how
Santa Claus came to be today.

A man referred to as
St. Nicholas was born in 280
AD in Patara, near Myra in
modern-day Turkey. Nicholas
was admired for his piety and
kindness because he was
known as the gift giver of
Myra. This man served as a
Christian priest and then be-
came a bishop. He dedicated
his life to helping children
with his own money.

This was one of the
reasons he was known as the
friend and protector of all
those in trouble or in need. In
the next hundred years after
Nicholas died on December 6,
343, more than 2,000 chapels
and monasteries were being
named in honor of him. Finally
by 800, he was officially recog-

Hor t smann
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nized as a saint by the East-
ern Catholic Church.

Now how St. Nicho-
las came to be known as

Santa Claus is a whole differ-
ent story. St. Nicholas be-
came known worldwide for
his generosity and kindness.
Specifically, his name in
Dutch was "Sint Nikolaas,"
but it ended up being short-
ened to "Sinter Klass."

This Dutch name
for him was known in many
different countries, but when
the children from the other
countries attempted to say
the name it came out as

"Santa Klass." Finally, the
name was settled as Santa
Claus.

The name Santa
Claus was brought into the
U.S. and in 1881 a political
cartoonist named Thomas
Nast read a poem by a man
named Clement Clarke Moore,
who was an Episcopal Minis-
ter. The poem portrayed Santa
as an elf, but Thomas Nast
decided to draw off this poem
and he drew Santa as the mod-
ern day Santa that is known
today.

His cartoon appeared
in Harper's Weekly, which
depicted Santa as a rotund,
cheerful man with a full, white
beard, holding a sack full of
toys. Nast also gave Santa his
bright red suit, the idea of the
North Pole, the elves, and his
wife Mrs. Claus.

This cartoon was
depicted in many different
illustrations for Coca -Cola
advertisements in 1931 which
eventually made Santa Claus a
popular, worldly icon.

Overall, the Santa
Claus we think of today has a
lot of important history behind
him,

Gingerbread men and Grandma's

sugar cookies are always hits in the holi-
day season, but sometimes new desserts
can become new traditions. Here are a few
easy, delicious recipes for some holiday
sweets:

Candy Cane Thumbprints
(makes about 3 dozen)
Ingredients:

2/3 c. of butter

¥ c. sugar

Yat. salt

1-1/2 c. all-purpose flour
1t. vanilla extract

1 egg, beaten

Garnish: finely crushed peppermint can-
dies

With an electric mixer on low speed, blend
butter, sugar, and salt. Mix in egg and
vanilla. Beat in as much flour as possible;
stir in remaining flour. Cover; chill for one
hour. Shape dough into one -inch balls;
place 2 inches apart on ungreased baking
sheets. Bake at 375 degrees for 8 to 10
minutes, until lightly golden around edges.
Remove from oven; make a thumbprint in

each cookie with thumb. Cool. Pipe filling
into centers; sprinkle with crushed candy.

Filling:

Y4 c. butter, softened

Y4 t. peppermint extract
1-1/2 c. powdered sugar
2 -3 c. milk

Blend butter and extract. Gradually add
powdered sugar and milk to a piping con-
sistency.

Ho -Ho Snowballs
(makes about 5 dozen)
Ingredients:
2 6-0z. packages of white chocolate chips
Y c. heavy cream
2 T. bourbon or heavy cream
6-0z. package of slivered almonds, very
finely ground
1-1/2 c. sweetened flaked coconut

Place chocolate chips and cream in a me-
dium bowl set over a pan of hot (not boil-
ing) water; sit until melted and smooth.
Stir in bourbon or cream and almonds.
Spread in a light greased 8"x8" baking

pan. Chill for about one hour, until firm.

Cut into one -inch squares; roll each square
into a ball, then roll in coconut. Keep
chilled.
